The Gift 0f$40,000

and board for 21 residents. Half of the$40,000 was from thegolf
scrambleheld during thesummer. Theother half came from furni-
turesales, gift shop profits, membership driveand donations. This
$40,000 covered 45 daysof benevolence.

In past years theAuxiliary Board has sought big projects for the
Home, such as thewhirlpool tub, handicap van and electronic
doors. However, due to adecrease in thenumber of bequests, and a
struggling economy, thegreatest need for theHomewas money
for thebenevolent fund.

had 1491 residents, and given over four million dollarsof benevolence to those in Independent Living
who needed financial assistance. Thisamount of benevolencedoesnot includewhat hasbeen given to
residents in Nursing Carewho have theopportunity for Medicaid assistance. Wepraise theLord that not
oneperson hashad to leave theHome in 33 yearsdue to insufficient funds.
